Blend - merging data from different sources inte one dataset, such as data from different
spreadsheets, databases, or other sources into one complete dataset.
tenate - joining one or more text strings together.
pe - an attribute of data which lets the computer know how to interpret that value.
There are 5 main datatypes in Designer (string, numeric. DateTime, Boolean, Spatial). Data-
types can be changed for particular values.
